You may print the form out for the school
district within whose boundaries you live, and send it in to the address at the bottom of your
form as soon as you can. You can also email a copy to the appropriate school district. The
contact information can be found at the bottom of each form. May 1 is the hard deadline for the
second semester. Please do not mail or send your form to Lourdes. Forms must be sent
directly to the appropriate school district.
